BSA ANNUAL HEALTH AND MEDICAL
RECORDS COMMUNICATION INFORMATION

The BSA's top priority is the health, safety, and well-
being of our participants, their families, and our staff.
The BSA's Health and Safety Support Committee,
comprised of volunteers from around the country in the
health and safety field, created the nev Annual Health
and Medical Record requirements as part of its
continuous efforts to improve the safety of our youth
members and adult leadership.

The BSA also incorporated input and review from
volunteer den leaders, Scoutmasters, council
professionals, and additional staff who use the records
to insure the health and safety of our participants.

The new policies, which affect high-adventure actiities
only - when travelks take members more than 30
minutes from an accessible point for emergency
responders - are the same as those the BSA has
successfully used for a number of years at its high-
adventure bases. The policies will take effect on
January 1, 2010, and do not restrict a person's ability to
volunteer in the Scouting program or partcipate in
regular Scouting activities.

While the BSA realizes this policy may affect volunteers
and leaders - those who make the Scouting movement
what it is - our goal is to help ensure health and safety
in all of our programs.

Key messages

» The BSA's top priority is the health, safety, and well-
being of our participants, ther families, and our staff.

» These new requirements are a part of our continuous
efforts to improve the safety of our youth members
and adult leadership

» The requirements were created by the BSA's Health
and Safety Support Committee, comprised of
volunteers from around the country in the health and
safety field, including members of the medical
community.

» The BSA also incorporated input and review from
volunteer den leaders, Scoutmasters, council
professionals, and additional staff who use the
records to insure the health and safety of our
participants.

» These policies do not restrict a person's ability to
volunteer in the Scouting program, and are not meant
to make it difficult to partcipate in Scouting activities;
rather, they are meant to ensure the health and
safety of those who participate in high-adventure
activities.

There are two primary areas that these new standards

will affect:

A

1. The standards we've successfully used for our high
adventure bases will nov be applied to all high
adventure activities, such as: when travels take
members more than 30 minutes from an accessible
roadway, fire lane, camp road, etc., and go into the
backcountry; most BSA high-adventure camps that
include a backcounty component and when a

local lodge, unit, district, or council requires it as
part of a program.

2.BSA activities that require a physical exam (resident
camps or high-adventure activities) will need to be
renewed annually, regardless of age.

As a member of our Scouting
family, wewant to take a moment to
provide you with an update
regarding the BSA's Annual Health
and Medical Record.

The BSA's top priority is the health,
safety, and well-being of our
participants, their families, and our
staff.

UP TO DATE RECORDS =
SUCCESSFUL SCOUTING

We have tremendous kids in our troop who have
demonstrated outstanding leadership characteristics,
but mistakes happen along the way to Eagle. |
cannot over emphasize the importance of
maintaining an up to date advancement record for
each Boy Scout. Recently, a Life Scout in our Troop

lost his handbook. Imagine four years of
advancement verified with signatures ..... gone.
Fortunately, | make a copy of the Rank

Advancement in every handbook before every Scout
Camp and after every Board of Review. If not, we
would have been busy “re-doing” past requirements.

How do you know if your records are accurate and
up to date as a Scoutmaster? Try this activity out for
size. Take an Eagle Application and begin filling in
the sections for a respective Boy Scout in your troop.
You will notice that the application asks you for the
dates of the First Class, Star, and Life Board of
Review. These dates would be indicated in each
Boy Scouts Handbook. You will also notice the
section on the Eagle Application

regarding the 21 required and non-required merit
badges and the requested dates earned for each. A
verification of a Boy Scouts “blue cards” would insure
accuracy and the dates earned for each. Finally,
The Eagle Application asks for leadership positions
and the month and year these positions w ere served.
Again, the Boy Scout Handbook should indicate
these dates from previous Scoutmaster Conferences
and Board of Reviews.

My advice would be to meet with each Boy Scout in
your troop, and verify all of the dates and
advancement in their handbook. Have each Boy
Scout present all of their merit badge cards and
respective awards. After you have review ed their
entire advancement profile, make copies for your
records. This Scoutmasters Conference will not only
keep you informed, but provide a critical moment to
discuss the next step to Eagle.

Our role as a Scoutmaster is to mentor and develop
these young men into leaders. Without proper
record keeping and accurate advancement, moving
the boys forward with a sense of purpose would be a
difficult task. On my Honor, | will do my best to do
my Duty. 1believe this profound statement applies to
all of us w ho have taken the oath to serve.

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REGISTRATION FEE INCREASETO
TAKE EFFECT JANUARY 1, 2010

The Boy Scouts of America National Executive Board
voted to increase the traditional membership
registration fee for all youth and adults to $15 from its
current $10 effective January 1, 2010.

Why is the membership fee being increased, especially
now, during such difficult economic times?

The National Council is committed to providing added
benefits to local councils and volunteers to support the
delivery of high-quality Scouting programs in every
community. A key investment continues to be in
providing more user-friendly Web-based resources. For
example, via MyScouting, volunteers will be able to
complete even more training requrements on their own
schedule, 24 hours a day, via online resources. This
will complement their current ability to recharter and
manage advancement records online, complete and
submit tour permits, and participate in the Scouting
Community social nework, which continues to grow.
Also, in the future, new-member registration will be
available online.

As good stewards, we strive to keep costs to a
minimum. And, we are proud that, even with this
increase, youth can receive the full benefits of Scouting
membership for only $1.25 per month.

The National Executive Board reviewed revenue and
expense projections along w ith the planned initiatives
over the next several years, recognizing that the annual
registration fee would not meet expenses. The Board
decided that the fee could be increased each year or
every other year to keep pace with the expected
expenditures, or that it could be raised to the level
chosen and held in place over the next several years.

When was the last registration fee increase?

In 2003, the registration fee increased to $10 from $7-
an increase of 43 percent. The new registration fee will
be implemented a full 7 years since the last increase
and at 50 percent, only slightly higher than the 2003
increase.

How long do you expect this fee to be in place?

The National Executve Board, in its approved
resolution, noted that it would endeavor to hold this
new fee level at least three years.

When does the registration fee increase take effect?

All traditional Scouting registrations with an effective
date of January 1, 2010, or later will pay the new $15
registration fee or prorated fee of $1.25 per month.




ON-LINE TOUR PERMIT PROCESS

Your unit is ready for their next outdoor activity and
it's your turn to fill out the tour permit. You search for
the information for each vehicle to be used plus all
the adult leader information including training. Then
you locate that pdf file or hard copy and w rite or type
the information on the form. You're all ready to go
and now you need to track dow n the committee chair
to sign the form so you can send it in. Now your
ready to go but you don't have a copy of the tour
permit so you have to find the leader that has it.

All of that is over if you choose to use the on-line tour
permit process. You only load vehicle and leader
data once and then just select the right options each
time you build a tour permit. You can go online and
instantly check the status of the tour permit or print
one out at any time from any computer w ith internet
access. Any registered leader from your unit can
also access the tour permits through scouting.org.

If you want to make your life easier simply go to
http://www .scouting.org/Applications/
MyScoutingFull.aspx and logon using your email
address and password. If you do not have an
account, follow the instructions to create one before
proceeding. Select the <Tour Permits>. This will
take you to the page to create a new tour permit or
search for an existing permit. Detailed instructions
are provided on this page and reprinted below .

The first time you use the program you will need to
add information about each vehicle and training for
each leader. Each subsequent time you simply
select from existing data for vehicles and leaders
and then add the remaining trip specific tour permit
information and select the <submit> button.

When it comes time to check on status or print an
approved email simply logon and select <search>.
Select the appropriate tour permit and read the
status or print out the approved tour permit.

On the side menu, select Create option. Only the
person who creates an application can edit and
submit the application. Other persons have read-
only access to applications they did not create.
Choose your unit.
Enter a tour name that describes the tour.
Choose the permit type (local or national).
Click the Create Permit button.

Enter vehicle and training inform ation
Click the Enter Vehicle and Enter Training tabs to
create your unit's resources of vehicles and
trained adults.

When all Tour requirements have been met,
click Submit and then OK to confirm that
you wish to submit the application to your
council.
