NEW & IMPROVED
SUMMER CAMP AT BIRCH 2010

No, we didn’t really say that did
we? Yes, we did! Camp Birch
has been on a steady
improvement track for the past
4 years and 2010 will be no
exception. In addition to the
highly rated program of this
past year, we will add several
new merit badges in a more
flexible format, a revised daily
schedule, a camp-wide 100
year birthday party, improved
food service, a revamped
trading post, and the Mad River
Trace (MRT) program’s return
after a very successful debut in
2009. Also in 2010, we are
adding a third week of Boy Scout Camp and a brand-
new Venturing Camp.

The 2010 Leader's Guide will be available on the
council website in November. In it you will find a list
of the planned merit badges including new offerings
in Nature, Outdoor Skills, and Handicrafts, and also
two brand new merit badges — Geo-caching and
Scout Heritage. A new flexible scheduling system will
simplify scout enrollment and apply to most program
areas at camp. Some areas will still be on a fixed
schedule, such as Tecumseh Island, COPE,
Climbing, MRT and Shooting Sports; some individual
merit badges will be offered at selected times; but
most of the rest will be open on a walk-in basis. The
camp sign-up form will ask scouts for their
anticipated merit badges as a way to help us provide
supplies and resources, but they will be able to
change as desired and add more merit badges as
they wish. We experimented with this in 2009 in
Aquatics, offering most classes in every session, and
the results were very good.

Tecumseh Council, Boy Scouts of America is having
a banner year. Coming off a very successful School
Night to Join Scouting, we have 200 more Scouts
registered in the program than last year. That is 200
more lives of young people we can have a positive
impact on compared with 2008.

To Dbetter serve our unit leaders, District
Commissioners have been busy recruiting unit
commissioners. More unit commissioners equal better
service. With a projected 18 to 20 new units this year,
we need as many good commissioners as possible.
Our district committees are growing too. District
committees ensure a strong local support structure.

Over 64,000 cans of food were collected for local
pantries with our one day Scouting for Food drive in
March. Tecumseh Council leads all Boy Scout
councils of similar size in service hours to the
community. More than 85,000 hours of service were
performed by Scouts and leaders in the five counties
we serve.

It looks like another strong year for Scouts earning
the rank of Eagle. Merit badge trail drives were
packed with Scouts earning advancements. Camp
Birch in Yellow Springs was used by over 7,500 area
youth. Boy Scout summer camp attendance was up
15% and Cub Scout day camp attendance was up
33%. Most importantly, the quality of our camps
continues to improve as we serve more Scouts.

Scouting is alive and well in Greene, Clark, Clinton,
Champaign and Logan counties. Tecumseh Council
received the prestigious fiscally sustainable council
award for excellent stewardship of finances. Less
than one third of the Boy Scout councils in the United
States received this recognition.

For every 100 boys who join Scouting, 18 will
develop a life-long hobby, 12 will have their first
contact with a church and eight will enter a vocation
learned through the merit badge system. The
Scouting program gives boys the skills to be
successful in life with an emphasis on character
development, leadership skills, citizenship, fitness,
service and appreciation of the outdoors.

Thanks to all of you, together we will continue to deliver
the promise for our Scouts in 2010 as we celebrate the
100th anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America.

The revised schedule will allow more time after lunch
to take a break from the heat of the day and for
troops to regroup as needed. In addition to adult and
SPL leaders’ meetings we plan on posting a
schedule and distributing a leader newsletter (for
posting at the camp sites and/or leader use)
highlighting the day’s activities and any updates or
changes to the day’s events. In addition to making
adjustments and improvements to camp-wide
games, we will also have a camp-wide 100 years of
scouting birthday celebration with activities and each
troop contributing to a smorgasbord of tasty
desserts!

We know that good food is a very important aspect
of camp life, and we are going to make some big
changes in 2010 that we think you'll like. You might
be surprised to find out that this past summer
campers consumed more food (by a lot) in our dining
hall than at any time in recent memory! For 2010 we
are planning for similar quantities while working
toward improving food quality, menu and delivery
system. In order to best serve our campers we
realize that family-style dining is the optimum
approach. With family-style most of the food is
already on each table (a.k.a. no cafeteria-style lines),
allowing us to eat together, at the same time, and
providing more time for fun mealtime activities (e.g.,
skits, songs, flounder relays). We hope to make
large improvements in our kitchen equipment this
year as well, which will help a great deal in handling
the food preparation load.

Food service is not the only area getting a make-
over! The trading post will move into the front of the
K-Lodge, taking advantage of the nice shaded porch,
more floor space and better utilities. This means we
will be able to stock more items AND, of course,
more importantly - serve slushies and soda fountain
beverages! We fully expect Birch Beer (as in root
beer) to be back as well.

The Mad River Trace (MRT) program had a very well
-received kick-off in 2009. Next year we will run level
1 and 2 of MRT (a 3-level program), continuing the
fun and challenge for older scouts and scouters (13
and first class and older). In case you aren’t aware of
MRT, it is Camp Birch’s new program based on
scouting skills and values, with period re-creation
from the 1700s and 1800s pioneering days in Ohio.

Other older scout activities will continue as well,
including COPE and Climbing. The first year of Geo-
caching went very well and will continue in 2010,
with a merit badge option. Just so you know, Geo-
caching, COPE and Climbing are available outside of
the summer camp program at Camp Birch.

Camp Birch is committed to offering three weeks of
Boy Scout Camp next summer. We feel that our
program is ready for prime time, and it's time to offer
more Boy Scout weeks. We encourage troops to
look into coming for weeks 2 or 3 next summer.
Week 1 usually has the most participants, but by
waiting until week 2 or 3 you are more likely to avoid
the crowd. Birch is also a great place to run a
Venturing Camp. If your crew would like to work on
many elements of Outdoor Bronze, electives toward
Ranger, and other activities geared toward
Venturing, then this will be a great opportunity!

So, if you haven't selected a summer camp yet, we
hope you consider Camp Birch! If you already are
coming to Birch, make sure your reservation is in
ASAP and deposit made by the end of December!

REGISTRATION FEE INCREASE TO
TAKE EFFECT JANUARY 1, 2010

The Boy Scouts of America National Executive Board
voted to increase the traditional membership
registration fee for all youth and adults to $15 from its
current $10 effective January 1, 2010.

Why is the membership fee being increased, especially
now, during such difficult economic times?

The National Council is committed to providing added
benefits to local councils and volunteers to support the
delivery of high-quality Scouting programs in every
community. A key investment continues to be in
providing more user-friendly Web-based resources. For
example, via MyScouting, volunteers will be able to
complete even more training requirements on their own
schedule, 24 hours a day, via online resources. This
will complement their current ability to recharter and
manage advancement records online, complete and
submit tour permits, and participate in the Scouting
Community social network, which continues to grow.
Also, in the future, new-member registration will be
available online.

As good stewards, we strive to keep costs to a
minimum. And, we are proud that, even with this
increase, youth can receive the full benefits of Scouting
membership for only $1.25 per month.

The National Executive Board reviewed revenue and
expense projections along with the planned initiatives
over the next several years, recognizing that the annual
registration fee would not meet expenses. The Board
decided that the fee could be increased each year or
every other year to keep pace with the expected
expenditures, or that it could be raised to the level
chosen and held in place over the next several years.

When was the last registration fee increase?

In 2003, the registration fee increased to $10 from $7-
an increase of 43 percent. The new registration fee will
be implemented a full 7 years since the last increase
and at 50 percent, only slightly higher than the 2003
increase.

How long do you expect this fee to be in place?

The National Executive Board, in its approved
resolution, noted that it would endeavor to hold this
new fee level at least three years.

When does the registration fee increase take effect?

All traditional Scouting registrations with an effective
date of January 1, 2010, or later will pay the new $15
registration fee or prorated fee of $1.25 per month.

In both simple and dramatic ways,
individuals in every community have experienced
positive life impacts from the leadership of a Scout or
Scouter. For some, however, the leadership given was
so extraordinary, and the personal impact so
meaningful and significant, an individual may want to
honor that Scout or Scouter by nominating them to the
BSA 100th Anniversary National Hall of Leadership.
