We know that good food is a very important aspect 
of camp life, and we are going to make some big 
changes in 2010 that we think youôll like. You might 
be surprised to find out that this past summer 
campers consumed more food (by a lot) in our dining 
hall than at any time in recent memory! For 2010 we 
are planning for similar quantities while working 
toward improving food quality, menu and delivery 
system. In order to best serve our campers we 
realize that family-style dining is the optimum 
approach. With family-style most of the food is 
already on each table (a.k.a. no cafeteria-style lines), 
allowing us to eat together, at the same time, and 
providing more time for fun mealtime activities (e.g., 
skits, songs, flounder relays). We hope to make 
large improvements in our kitchen equipment this 
year as well, which will help a great deal in handling 
the food preparation load. 
 

Food service is not the only area getting a make-
over! The trading post will move into the front of the 
K-Lodge, taking advantage of the nice shaded porch, 
more floor space and better utilities. This means we 
will be able to stock more items AND, of course, 
more importantly - serve slushies and soda fountain 
beverages! We fully expect Birch Beer (as in root 
beer) to be back as well. 
 

The Mad River Trace (MRT) program had a very well
-received kick-off in 2009. Next year we will run level 
1 and 2 of MRT (a 3-level program), continuing the 
fun and challenge for older scouts and scouters (13 
and first class and older). In case you arenôt aware of 
MRT, it is Camp Birchôs new program based on 
scouting skills and values, with period re-creation 
from the 1700s and 1800s pioneering days in Ohio.  
 

Other older scout activities will continue as well, 
including COPE and Climbing. The first year of Geo-
caching went very well and will continue in 2010, 
with a merit badge option. Just so you know, Geo-
caching, COPE and Climbing are available outside of 
the summer camp program at Camp Birch. 
 

Camp Birch is committed to offering three weeks of 
Boy Scout Camp next summer. We feel that our 
program is ready for prime time, and itôs time to offer 
more  Boy  Scout  weeks.

NEW & IMPROVED  
SUMMER CAMP AT BIRCH 2010 

 

No, we didnôt really say that did 
we? Yes, we did!  Camp Birch 
has been on a steady 
improvement track for the past 
4 years and 2010 will be no 
exception. In addition to the 
highly rated program of this 
past year, we will add several 
new merit badges in a more 
flexible format, a revised daily 
schedule, a camp-wide 100 
year birthday party, improved 
food service, a revamped 
trading post, and the Mad River 
Trace (MRT) programôs return 
after a very successful debut in 
2009. Also in 2010, we are 

adding a third week of Boy Scout Camp and a brand-
new Venturing Camp. 
 

The 2010 Leaderôs Guide is available on the council 
website. In it you will find a list of the planned merit 
badges including new offerings in Nature, Outdoor 
Skills, and Handicrafts, and also two brand new merit 
badges ï Geo-caching and Scout Heritage. A new 
flexible scheduling system will simplify scout 
enrollment and apply to most program areas at 
camp. Some areas will still be on a fixed schedule, 
such as Tecumseh Island, COPE, Climbing, MRT 
and Shooting Sports; some individual merit badges 
will be offered at selected times; but most of the rest 
will be open on a walk-in basis. The camp sign-up 
form will ask scouts for their anticipated merit badges 
as a way to help us provide supplies and resources, 
but they will be able to change as desired and add 
more merit badges as they wish. We experimented 
with this in 2009 in Aquatics, offering most classes in 
every session, and the results were very good.  
 

The revised schedule will allow more time after lunch 
to take a break from the heat of the day and for 
troops to regroup as needed.  In addition to adult and 
SPL leadersô meetings we plan on posting a 
schedule and distributing a leader newsletter (for 
posting at the camp sites and/or leader use) 
highlighting the dayôs activities and any updates or 
changes to the dayôs events. In addition to making 
adjustments and improvements to camp-wide 
games, we will also have a camp-wide 100  years  of  
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look into coming for weeks 2 or 3 next summer.  
Week 1 usually has the most participants, but by 
waiting until week 2 or 3 you are more likely to avoid 
the crowd. Birch is also a great place to run a 
Venturing Camp. If your crew would like to work on 
many elements of Outdoor Bronze, electives toward 
Ranger, and other activities geared toward 
Venturing, then this will be a great opportunity!

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GUIDES TO UNIT  

MONEY-EARNING PROJECTS 
 

A unitôs money-earning methods should reflect 
Scoutingôs basic values. Whenever your unit is 
planning a money-earning project, this checklist can 
serve as your guide. If your answer is ñYesò to all the 
questions that follow, it is likely the project conforms to 
Scoutingôs standards and will be approved. 

 

1. Do you really need a fund-raising project?  
There should be a real need for raising money based 
on your unitôs program. Units should not engage in 
money-earning projects merely because someone has 
offered an attractive plan. Remember that individual 
youth members are expected to earn their own way. 
The need should be beyond normal budget items 
covered by dues. 

 

2. If any contracts are to be signed, will they be 
signed by an individual, without reference to the 
Boy Scouts of America and without binding the 
local council, the Boy Scouts of America, or the 
chartered organization? Before any person in your 
unit signs a contract, he must make sure the venture is 
legitimate and worthy. If a contract is signed, he is 
personally responsible. He may not sign on behalf of 
the local council or the Boy Scouts of America, nor may 
he bind the chartered organization without its written 
authorization. If you are not sure, check with your 
district executive for help. 

 

3. Will your fund-raiser prevent promoters from 
trading on the name and goodwill of the Boy Scouts 
of America? Because of Scoutingôs good reputation, 
customers rarely question the quality or price of a 
product. The nationwide network of Scouting units must 
not become a beehive of commercial interest. 

 

4. Will the fund-raising activity uphold the good 
name of the BSA? Does it avoid games of chance, 
gambling, etc.? Selling raffle tickets or other games of 
chance is a direct violation of the BSA Rules and 
Regulations, which forbid gambling. The product must 
not detract from the ideals and principles of the BSA. 

 

5. If a commercial product is to be sold, will it be 
sold on its own merits and without reference to the 
needs of Scouting? All commercial products must sell 
on their own merits, not the benefit received by the Boy 
Scouts. The principle of value received is critical in 
choosing what to sell. 
 

6. If a commercial product is to be sold, will the 
fund-raising activity comply with BSA policy on 
wearing the uniform? The official uniform is intended 
to be worn primarily for use in connection with Scouting 
activities.   However,   council   executive   boards  may  

approve use of the uniform for any fund-raising activity. 
Typically, council popcorn sales or Scout show ticket 
sales are approved uniform fund-raisers. 

 

7. Will the fund-raising project avoid soliciting 
money or gifts? The BSA Rules and Regulations 
state, ñYouth members shall not be permitted to serve 
as solicitors of money for their chartered organizations, 
for the local council, or in support of other 
organizations. Adult and youth members shall not be 
permitted to serve as solicitors of money in support of 
personal or unit participation in local, national, or 
international events.ò For example: Boy Scouts/Cub 
Scouts and leaders should not identify themselves as 
Boy Scouts/Cub Scouts or as a troop/pack participate 
in The Salvation Armyôs Christmas Bell Ringing 
program. This would be raising money for another 
organization. At no time are units  permitted to solicit 
contributions for unit programs. 

 

8. Does the fund-raising activity avoid competition 
with other units, your chartered organization, your 
local council, and the United Way? Check with your 
chartered organization representative and your district 
executive to make certain that your chartered 
organization and the council agree on the dates and 
type of fund-raiser. The local council is responsible for 
upholding the Charter and By-laws and the Rules and 
Regulations of the BSA. To ensure compliance, all unit 
fund-raisers MUST OBTAIN WRITTEN APPROVAL 
from the local council NO LESS THAN 14 DAYS before 
the fund-raising activity. 

STANDARDS REGARDING UNIT  
FUND-RAISING PROJECTS 

 

Unit fund-raising projects play an important role in 
enabling units to obtain new equipment, go on camping 
trips, and participate in other activities and events. 
More important, the way a unit earns money is of great 
importance in the education of youth members in basic 
values. Usually, these projects fall into four groups: 
 

- Service projectsðcar washes; forestry projects; 
 the collection of paper, aluminum, scrap iron, and 
 plastic 
- Activities involving parentsðbake sales, pancake 
 breakfasts, spaghetti dinners 
- Sales of tickets for council shows or other events 
- Sale of commercial productðTrails End Popcorn 
 Sale, candy, Christmas trees, first-aid kits, or light 
 bulbs 
 

Your Council and District Finance Committees should 
be your first resource before planning a Unit 
Fundraising Event. They are the best source of 
information regarding National policies concerning Unit

Finance and for approving proposed 
Unit Money-Earning projects like 
those listed above. In addition, be 
sure that the members of your Unit 
Committees understand their 

responsibility for guiding the finances of the unit. These 
individuals not only promote the proper use of the Unit 
Budget plan and administer unit funds, but they must 
also be familiar with Unit Money-Earning policies. 
 

The following BSA policies are designed to protect both 
the Unit and the good reputation of Scouting. 
 

Did you know that: 

1. No direct solicitation for funds by Units is permitted. 

2. The Unit Committee is the custodian of all funds. 

3. All Units must submit the Unit Money-Earning 
 Application, No. 34427, to the local Council for 
 approval. Such approval is contingent on prior 
 approval of the Unit Committee and Chartered 
 Organization. 

4. General guidelines for Unit Money-Earning 
 projects include: 
 - Do not gamble or conflict with local ordinances. 
 - Ensure your project provides a value worthy of  
  the money spent on the project. 
 - Respect the territorial rights of other Units. 
 - Do not conflict with goods or services offered by  
  established merchants or workmen. Do not  
  schedule a project that conflicts with established 
  dates of fund-raising in the Chartered   
  Organization, Council, or community. 
 - Protect the name and goodwill of the Boy Scouts 
  of America. 
 - Do not enter a contract that may bind the BSA,  
  either locally or nationally. 
 - Consider money-earning projects that serve a  
  dual purpose of conservation and money earning. 
  Collection of aluminum, glass, paper, and scrap  
  metal can be profitable when conducted near a  
  recycling facility. Units should be sure of a market 
  before any collection. A collection must be well  
  planned with adequate adult supervision and  
  safety precautions. 
 

On the back of the Unit Money-Earning Application, you 
will find a set of 10 questions for Units to answer as 
they plan their project. If the answers are "yes" to all 
the questions, it is likely the project meets Scouting's 
standards and will be approved. 
 

BE SURE to download a Unit Money Earning Form, 
and submit for approval BEFORE starting any 
fundraising event. Please contact your District Finance 
Chair or your District Executive if you have any 
questions.

Medications 
Each medication requires a separate NYLT 
(Tomahawk) ñOrders for Medicationò form. We will 
supply those forms at registration or you may post an 
email to the Scoutmaster requesting a form. All 
medications must be given to the Course Director at 
the beginning of NYLT (Tomahawk) and will only be 
dispensed by approved adults and only in accordance 
with the medication forms you provide. Note: we 
STRONGLY recommend you send over-the-counter 
medications your child may need (e.g. Tylenol, 
Ibuprofen, Benadryl, etc.). You must complete an 
ñOrders for Medicationò form for each over-the-counter 
medication. The only over-the-counter medication we 
can give your child is the over-the-counter medication 
you supply. Scouts are NOT permitted to keep any 
medications (prescription or over-the-counter) except 
for emergency medications (e.g. Epi-Pens). All forms 
authorizing medication will be held in strict confidence.  
 

Fees  
$180 Early Bird if paid before April 17 ($200 if paid April 
17 to May 15, 2010). Please make the check payable to 
Tecumseh Council #439 or pay with credit card at the 
Boy Scout Office located at 326 S. Thompson Avenue, 
Springfield, OH 45506. Refund Policy: If a scout 
withdraws prior to May 25, 2010, a refund of the paid fee 
minus $50 will be given. After May 26, 2010, any refund 
will be on a case-by-case basis and require authorization 
from the Tecumseh Council Scout Executive.  
 

Medical Form 
A Boy Scout of America Medical Form must be 
completed and can be included with the application or 
provided to the NYLT Course Director no later than the 
participant orientation on May 30, 2010. Be sure you 
use the current medical form, which can be

PDF/Medical_34605.pdf. All medical forms require a 
doctorôs signature. If you are using Sea Base, Philmont 
or Northern Tier medical form, we must have a parent/
guardian signature granting approval for emergency 
medical treatment. All medical forms will be held in 
strict confidence.
